Love Maputo
Project: Masana

Masana is part of our Love Maputo
Project. Masana is an organization born
from the Reformed Church in
Mozambique. Masana, which is Shangana
for 'warm rays of the sun', works to
integrate street children back in their
families and society. Its workers
understand that the true light of Jesus
Christ will transform the lives of these

young kids living on the streets, who are regularly exposed to darkness and evil, disease, hunger, abuse,
and the constant danger of losing a bright future for their lives.

Masana provides education, vocational training, daily food and water and does bible studies with the
boys living on the streets. They also work to either reunite street kids with their families or place them in
appropriate care centers, like The Kunhymela House.

Prayer Requests
Pray that any new boys on the street will feel welcome.

At times there are problems at Masana between the older and younger boys. Pray for Masana to be a
place of peace where the problems from the street can be forgotten. Pray for God to transform the

hearts of the older boys and that they will begin caring for a protecting the younger ones.

Pray for the boys as we begin teaching basic literacy and mathematics. Many of them come in with no
knowledge of how to read or write. Pray for their ability to learn.

Pray for the health of the boys. Life on the streets is harsh and their bodies are often weak because of
poor nutrition.

Pray for protection over the boys. There is a good deal of violence and robbery among the adults and



kids on the streets. Pray also for protection from those who would seek to abuse the boys.

Pray for protection from AIDS and that the boys would not ignore the risk of sexual activity and drug
use.

The boys often get caught up in small theft to make money on the street. Pray for conviction.

Pray for salvation and for true transformation in their lives as they hear the Word of God. Pray that the
Holy Spirit will make Himself known to them in creative ways.

Pray for hope to be restored. We have a handful of boys who have been on the streets for 3 or more
years with no desire to return home. Pray God will do a work in their lives and reveal to them the plans
and purposes He has for their lives.

Pray for boys to grasp the value of family. We want to see lots of them come to the decision to leave life
on the street and return to their families. Pray also for the finances to help all that want to go back
home (About $S500 per a boy to buy clothes, basic necessities, school fees and supplies, and start up a
small business).

Pray for the boys that do go back home....that they will transition back to life in the community. Pray
against the temptation to return to the streets. Also, pray that they will find a solid church in their

communities to continue growing in the Lord.

Pray for the Masana staff as we seek the Lord on how to care for and minister to the street boys. Pray
for us to be filled with more and more of the Father's love for the boys.

Pray for creative ways to present the Gospel.
Pray for our director, Pastor Paulo, and his wife. They are expecting their first child soon.
Masana has 6 Mozambicans on staff and one missionary. Pray for God's provision in each of our lives.

Pray for vision as Masana grows. Pray for God's strategy to be revealed as we help the street boys.
Pray for continued provision for all of Masana's financial needs.



Love Maputo Project:
The Kunhymela House

The Kunhymela House is also a part of the Love Maputo
Project. They house and care for the street kids that Masana
can’t reintegrate into homes - these may be kids that don’t
have families at all, or have families that don’t want them.

Kunhymela House will provide a loving, safe family atmosphere
for the street kids. They live there together while they’re being
educated, learning new life skills and growing up. They learn
about Jesus Christ, and see His love demonstrated.

Prayer Requests

In terms of physical needs there are plenty. We are more or less in an empty house. We have bought
the bare necessities and are relying on some of our connections here as well as Steve's carpentry skills
to come up with the rest. We are in need of everything from sheets to desks. Anything that a normal
house needs, plus the bare essentials that a school would need. We are also hoping to delve into some
practical skills training for the boys. We would like to develop an apprenticeship program (which we are
already sort of running) that will allow the boys to pick up a legitimate skill that can motivate them to
transcend the street life or at least generate some income. We are hoping to do carpentry, some basic
horticulture and farming work, as well as teach autowork and some basic business skills. | also hope to
eventually start working with some sports ministry stuff. However, for these programs to thrive, we
need some specified equipment. We are planning on doing some building to the property. Much of the
work will be cheaply renovating the preexisting space to better suit Masana’s needs. We have also
spoken about extending one of the classroom areas and the need for an outdoor pavilion of sorts for a
church service or for additional common space for the boys. All of this work is going to need to be done
rather quickly however, so the viability of bringing in a team for this sort of work is probably not there.
However, | will keep you up to date on those needs as they come about.

We also have immense need in terms of prayer. Team unity is of course a true concern. We come from
different backgrounds and sharing your space with people can wear on you. We are striving to create an
environment here where Christ is at the center of all we do, and we would appreciate prayer in this
arena of our lives. Also, we have a great deal of work in concern with the government recognition of our
program. We are working on filing the proper affidavits to get our organization viable and legitimate in
the eyes of the government here, but things here are slow moving and the government can seem
hopelessly corrupt at times. We also would love prayer for the unity of TKH and Masana. We believe
God has really unified our visions and we would love for our relationship to continue to grow and
expand to the benefit of these boys. Finally and most importantly, be praying for the boys. While a
good deal of them have alternatives to the street life, the way they live is not to be envied. It is not easy



and they need God’s grace to mend and heal the wounds they have received. The boys are amazing and
| love them dearly. Please keep them in your hearts as you are praying during this time. They are the
focus here. They are the ones God loves so dearly that He sends young folks like us across the world to
care for them. Please, please pray for their safety, for God to move enormously in their hearts and for
us to have the impact on their lives that God has called us here to have on them.

tope For Jrdia Profecs

Project workers conduct medical camps,
providing needy people with check-ups,
medicine, counseling, HIV/AIDS education
and prayer. An orphanage is operated for
children whose parents died of HIV/AIDS,
as well as for physically handicapped
children. Widows are also being helped by
this project, with home visits, food,
clothing, blankets, medicines and hygiene
products. The Gospel is shared as well.
Workers have established 7 congregations
in Andra Pradesh state. 90% of their
evangelistic work is done throughout Hindu
and tribal peoples.

Prayer Requests

In one of our church congregations established among tribal people — one of the regular attendees has
brain cancer. The doctors told him that he doesn’t have much longer to live. Pray for total healing and
sound health for this poor tribal man.

One of the couples regularly attending our church congregation also needs prayer. This couple has been
married for 8 years now and still has no children. Please pray for God’s healing and for them to be able
to have children.

Please pray for the medical outreaches to people suffering with HIV AIDS. These outreaches are in the
urban and rural slum areas.

Please pray for the orphans in the Hope for India orphan home. Pray for provision for all of their needs —
food, clothing, hygienic products, educational materials, etc...



Please pray for the widows being cared for as well as for the workers. They minister out of their own
need. Pray for the Lord to provide for them.

Please pray for a motorbike ($1000) for Brother John to continue his evangelistic work among the Hindu
and tribal peoples.
