Dear Friend of JESUSpolitik; 

Happy New Year to you! This past year has been encouraging and fulfilling thanks to the prayers, donations and 
willingness to get involved by so many people that the Lord has spoken to. This year, we welcomed new volunteer staff 
Terra Tuono, Katie Miller and Anne Lindsay.  Jonathan Stutzman has stayed on the team even after his internship time 
was officially up! He’s working on a full length film “Love, Open our Eyes” about the Love Maputo Project and has 
designed a lot of our graphics and posters.  Additionally, a portion of funds from wristbands sold for his upcoming film 
“Paper Turtle” will be donated to help the children and widows that we minister to. 
 

From the Field: Love Maputo Project 

We’re working with two organizations in Maputo, Mozambique – Masana and 
Kunhymela House.  Masana works to reunite street kids with their families or place 
them in appropriate care centers. They provide vocational training, as well as basic 
education. They feed them, give them a clean place to shower and show Christ’s 
compassion to them.  

Kunhymela House provides a loving, safe family atmosphere for the street kids that 
have no families to go back to. This gives them a place to call home while they’re being 

educated, learning new life skills and growing up. They learn about Jesus Christ, and see His love demonstrated. Right 
now, they need help with funding for housing and getting set up.  Please keep them in prayer and ask the Lord how you 
can help. Just a few dollars that would barely buy a meal here, is enough to make a difference over there! 

Note from Missionary Sarah Olds:  

“Recently, we took 12 year old Felix [back to his family and] home. He is one of my favorite boys. Sometimes I would pass 
him on the street and he would be marching around talking to himself and playing his make believe games - lost in his 
own little world. He always made me laugh.  
 
The hard part about our work with the street kids is telling them goodbye when 
they are ready to return to their families ... Felix left his family back in January 
after getting in trouble for stealing some money. He had been living on the 
streets for 10 months. I'll never forget the image of his father meeting us as we 
approached his house, stopping, and shaking hands with his son. It's so beautiful 
to see the hearts of children and fathers turned towards one another.  
 
Please be praying for Felix these next few weeks. Pray that there is no temptation 
to return to the streets. Pray for his family to be bonded together in love.”  
 

From the Field: Hope for India Project 

 This fall, we introduced the Hope for India Project,  a  ministry in India  that is 
leading HIV AIDS awareness campaigns, helping the sick through medical camps,  
running an orphanage, an outreach to  widows and evangelizing poor villages to 
share the hope of Jesus Christ. They’ve seen many people come to the Lord and 
have established 7 congregations of converts from Hinduism to Christianity! Our 
prayers and giving have helped make this possible. 
 
During this year’s monsoon season, India was hit with the worst floods it’s had in 
over 150 years.  “This devastating loss of men, clothes and homes and household 

goods has all washed away through the heavy floods. 1000s of houses are submerged and hundreds of cattle have also 
died. The flood water is badly polluted, spreading viral fevers, chronic diseases and skin diseases. Mosquitoes are 
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everywhere, causing additional problems for the helpless and fragile victims. Thousands of people are being faced with 
this unprecedented calamity - lacking shelter, food, clean water, clothes, necessary medical care and attention. Our 
humble request is that you kindly pray for all these victims, for their stability and peaceful livelihood."-  Brother John
